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This is for the information of the parents that a few vacancies for admission to the Class arise
occasionally. These are purely merit-based admissions.

Admissions to these vacancies are finalized on the basis of the results of the written examination in
the subjects of English, Urdu, Mathematics, Science and a subsequent interview. An oral test for Quran is
conducted separately.
